Mr. Sauls motioned 
the Batavia Township Board of Trustees add to the contract the regrading of the field, south of 
the new parking facility, for the purpose of removing and replacing the topsoil. Mr. Wilson 
seconded the motion.

Sign inventory report – All signs in the Township have been checked and are all approved. The 
Trustees initialed the approval. In 2013, according to federal guidelines, the street signs will 
need to have upper and lower case letters. 
 
Nature Works Grant – Mr. Parsons would like to pursue this grant given through the Ohio 
Division of Natural Resources.  This application needs to be in by February. The Trustees will 
review ideas for use of the grant.  
 
Computerized salt spreaders – These have been installed and are ready for use. Use of salt is 
anticipated to be less than in the past.  
 
Salute to Leaders – The nomination needs to be in by the 17th. Each Trustee was given a 
nomination form.  
 
Health Insurance – Renewal has a 20% increase.
